The report card that the voters gave the Party on Election Day 2008 was good 
historically good. But before we look at that report card, let me highlight three of the 
other measures where the Party can take credit for significant successes: 

• The success of endorsed candidates in winning nomination in the 
primary: Every DFL-endorsed candidate won his or her primary in 20
Those wins showed both the strength of our grassroots, bottom-up 
endorsement process, and the determ
change at every level. 

• Diversity in the Party’s leadership: With more members from 
historically underrepresented communities — African American, 
American Indian, Asian/Pacific Islander, Latino, disabled, LGBT, and 
youth (under age 35) — the Minnesota DFL Party sent the most diverse 
delegation in the state’s history to the Democratic National Convention.

elections. 

 
Looked at one way, these results might seem somewhat disappointing. After 

dramatic gains in the Minnesota House in 2004 (14 seats) and in 2006 (19 seats), the 
Party gained only two seats in 2008, and fell three seats shy of a veto-proof two-thirds 
supermajority. With one congressional seat open because of the Republican incumbent’s 
retirement, and a scandal plaguing the Republican incumbent in another seat, the Party

• This chart doesn’t include the Presidential election, since (1) Minnesota 
alone does not control the Presidency, and a candidate may carry 
Minnesota without winning the Presidency, or vice versa; and (2) unlike 
other elected officials, the electors that Minnesota does elect do not hold 
office until the next election, but instead discharge their service when they 
cast their votes a month after the election.

But viewed in perspective, the Party has reached a historic high-water mark. We 

held onto our gains from 2006, took back Paul Wellstone’s seat in the Senate, and helped 
take back the White House. (Minnesota cast its electoral votes for the Democratic
nominee for the ninth time in a row, the longest-running streak in the nation.) The Party’s 
electoral strength today is at its highest point since the post-Watergate era three decad
ago. And while such a claim of success is somewhat subjective, the chart on page 6 (and 
on the back cover) measures that success using an objective formula that shows the 
Party’s electoral strength in historical context. 

 
This chart graphs the DFL Party’s electoral success over time. It uses a formula

that assigns a score where the Legislature is worth 200 points, divided equally between 

n the Governorship and the other constitutional offices;2 and Minnesota’s 

Senate. There are 600 possible points — not all of which are in play in any particular 
election, since some officers are elected for four-year or six-year terms. The chart reflects 

the new year. Here are some interesting statistics about the 2008 election, which help pu
th 008 cycle in perspective even without counting the Senate race: 

• The 2008 election has taken the Party to its most successful point in 30 
years. We have reached our fourth highest point of all time, topped only 
by the elections immediately after Watergate and President Nixon’s 
resignation and the 1958 midterms. 

• We have moved steadily upward in the past four years from a 2

Those field directors’ party-building experience in 2007, and their acquaintance with 
local activists, helped them hire and supervise productive campaign workers in 2008.

For many years, the Party has chartered constituency caucuses, organizations

constituency caucuses have blossomed — not only in number, but in their participation in
the Coordinated Campaign. From only three or four active caucuses in 2004, more tha
dozen caucuses are active and thriving today, and for the first time ever are receivin
direct staff support from the Party.

“There’s an old saying,” President Kennedy reminded us, “that victory has a 
hundred fathers and defeat is an orphan.” Truly, many thousand hands — includin
— can share the credit for Election Day 2008. But nobody deserves that credit more than 
the architects who planned the 2008 Coordinated Campaign: Jaime Tincher and A
O’Leary. Andy joined the DFL Party as Executive Director in September 2005, and 
began laying the groundwork for a multi-cycle strategy that began bearing fruit in 2006. 
Jaime came aboard as Voter File Manager in November 2005, began building the most 
sophisticated, interactive, user-friendly, comprehensive voter file in the nation, and 
helped change the c

There were some 
positive comments but, as y rs aren’t the ones who 
write. Most writers were disgruntled in some way, and some weren’t very nice 

low party chairs: 
Thank you! I’m writing to offer both my gratitude (and, where 

appropriate, my sympathy!) for your work on last night’s caucuses. That 
experience gives new meaning to the phrase “embarrassment of riches.” 

We not only broke all prior records, we shattered them. The all-tim
caucus-turnout record, in 1968, was under 80,000. Turnout topped 75,00
one other time, in 1972. Last night we topped 200,000; Secretary of State Mar
Ritchie estimates that, when all the prec

 a precinct caucus — triple the old record. 
This historic participation testifies to Minnesotans’ frustration with the

status quo, and their hunger for change. They are eager to replace George Bush, 
and the filibuster-loving Norm Coleman, and the veto-loving Republicans in the
Minnesota House, and they’re willing to brave a cold February evening and 
traffic and long lines in order to do it. 

But as we know, last night’s turnout was not without a downside, in the 
form of strain on the system. The caucus system is staffed entirely by volu
funded entirely by voluntary contributions, and limited by the available meetin
rooms and parking spaces. There is a physical limit to how

ate in that system within a 90-minute window. Last night, despite 
everyone’s best efforts, we may h

governance — is worth talking about. 
Meanwhile, we must all welcome, include, and encourage the hundreds 

of thousands of newcomers who caucused with us. Whether those newcomers 
remember last night as a wonderful welcome into the chaotic world of politics, or 
as a frustrating and unpleasant experience, depends critically on how you and I 

t to them in the coming days. We at the State Party will do our part. But 
we need your help: as Tip O’Neill reminded us, “all politics is local.” Please 
enter your data into the Voter File as efficiently as you can. Please reach out to
your newcomers, and welcome them — including, where appropriate, by 
acknowledging their frustration — so that they will help us rebuild our Party 
from the ground up, as we do after every precinct caucus.

And of course, Caucus Night ignited a debate about whe
ota should keep the caucus system, switch to a Presidential primary, or som
system. I embrace the views of Jeremy Powers, SD51 Chair, in his message
l Committee email list on the Friday after Caucus Night: 
 

I don’t think there is any one answer to the following question that 
automatically says caucus or pri

s is this: “Which system is best for the people of Minnesota in help
choose a presidential candidate: a caucus or a primary election?” 

This may be somewhat naïve, but I think we need to look at this quest
in as altruistic way as we can. The question should not be: Wh

candidates versus big-time candidates? Or which is best for this segment of the 
population or that segment. These are subsets of that larger question. Ultimately, 
[in] a democracy, what is fairest is what is best. 

If the effort is to scrap the caucus system all together, it would be over 
my dead body. But, I think we need to realize that the caucus system has limits. 
And if those limits prevented the people of Minnesota from participating in their 
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stem. I think our goal – in a sense it is our party’s heritage – is to 
let as many people have some small stake in their “government of the people, by 
the people and for the people.” 

As I said, I don’t think the answer to the question “what is best” is 

aucus vs. primary. The 2008 caucuses ignited a debate about whether a caucus 
system
